CarbonView responds to increasing demand by companies that are motivated to 

become greener, but that may not have an organised carbon emission reduction 



      

                                                                                                    
 

strategy. Specifically aimed at helping organisations capture data, gain visibility and then 

optimise their environmental and financial footprint so that they can get a complete 

picture of their impact on the environment, CarbonView is the first green technology 

innovation in Europe that enables organisations to capture, analyse and optimise carbon 

emission data across the extended supply chain while considering financial impacts. The 

result is that organisations are provided with information about the options available and 

how each will impact both the environment and the bottom line.  

  

Klein continued: “It’s time for action and a financial commitment to the environmental 

agenda. It’s important to note though that businesses aren’t charities. If they don’t see a 

return then there is a serious risk that they will start to disengage from green policies. 

With reams of data and none to drive green investment internally, businesses need to 

make sure they have their houses in order otherwise their investment isn’t going to make 

a difference to the environment.” 

 

Dr Cameron Hepburn, a leading academic in climate change economics at Oxford 

University and contributor to the Stern Review on the Economics of Climate Change, 

stated: “A cool headed assessment of the economics of climate change suggests that 

the benefits of deep reductions in emissions outweigh the costs. Businesses have an 

overwhelming role to play in reaching that target.  

 

Effective incentives and policies will be a driver for many organisations, but this has to 

be backed up by strong analytics. To drive their emissions down, companies need to be 

able to collate, view and analyse their environmental information. Solutions such as 

Supply Chain Consulting’s CarbonView can help companies increase profits by reducing 

emissions.”
